Cherry Picker Training Guide

Successful picking requires: 1) good ladder placement, 2) good
picking style and 3) careful fruit handling

Ladder placement is important for good picking style, reducing fruit drop
heights and also, over the day, in reducing picker fatigue. Below are examples of
good ladder placement, which allows the picker to get into the tree and have
easy access to the fruit. The ladder should also be stable and level for picker
safety.
